May 19, 2009, Sicamous, B.C. – The Hummingbird Beach Resort held its grand opening on May 
16th over the long weekend as all construction and landscaping are now complete. Hummingbird 
launched the return to the classic cottage summer when it released its collection of lakefront town 
homes, cottages and cabin sites last year at on Mara Lake, B.C.

This year’s grand opening follows a successful sales launch last summer at Hummingbird where 
31 residences where sold in one day, despite a cooling recreation property market in British 
Columbia.  

The interest in the grand opening is not surprising, in 2008 a RE/MAX’s Recreational Property 
report, found that the Shushwap area is gaining in popularity with property buyers due to its 
accessible price tag and its close proximity to Calgary, the Okanagan Valley, Vancouver, and the 
Fraser Valley.  

The report found today’s buyers, are buying primarily for recreation and enjoyment purposes, 
which is the vision behind Hummingbird’s low density and functional design.
